After high school he entered the Army and
was stationed at Fort Bragg where he worked as an Automotive Engineer. He
completed a tour of duty in Vietnam, resulting in him receiving the National
Defense Service Medal, Vietnam Service Medal, and Vietnam Campaign
Medal. He was employed at Norfolk Naval Shipyard upon completing the
Apprenticeship Program. He was a faithful member of Higher Ground
Outreach Ministry Cogic, Suffolk Va., and attended regularly until his health
prevented.
