They have enjoyed 72 years of marital bliss and were the
proud parents of four children. 
Lilton accepted Christ at an early age and joined Chapel Grove UCC. He
served in several ministries including Usher Ministry, Deacon Ministry. He had
a servant's heart evident by his love for people and zeal to share Christ with
others; Lilton often transported the elderly to worship services.
